 FROM THE AIRPORT TO THE HOTEL 
 

For Patronato Salesiano Venezia 
 
Patronato Salesiano Leone XIII (Calle San Domenico 1281 – Castello, 30122 
Venezia, tel. +39 041 5230796, email: info@salesianivenezia.it ) is located close to 
the Giardini della Biennale, in the district (sestiere) of Castello. It is a religious 
structure organised also to welcome tourists and visitors.  
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By water  
From Marco Polo Airport it is possible to arrive at the “Arsenale” stop by choosing 
the Alilaguna linea blu boat service (www.alilaguna.it); cost of the ticket  one 
way 15 € - round trip 27 € (online 14 € and 25 €).  
 
Outside the airport please take the shuttle bus or walk to the Alilaguna stop in the 
marina. From the Airport to Arsenale, the journey takes approx. 1 hour. 
Please consult the schedule in the Alilaguna web site for the timetable. 
 
It is also possible to reach the Hotel from the Airport by bus (ACTV line orange or 
ATVO line blue bus) to Piazzale Roma (car terminal) and then take the vaporetto 
to Giardini (direction Lido) as follows: 
 
- Number 5.1 or 6.1 along external Canals (faster). Lido is the last stop. It 

takes approx. 40 minutes. 
- Number  1 or N at night (direction Lido) that is a more tourist way along the 

Grand Canal. To the Giardini stop the journey takes approx. 1 hours. 
 
From the Giardini stop, walk in front of you turning left toward an open alley with 
trees. Take the parallel street on the left until the end. And you will be there. 
 
 
FROM THE AIRPORT TO THE HOTEL 
 
For Locanda Montin 
(Fondamenta di Borgo, Dorsoduro, 1147, 30123 Venice, tel. +39 041 5227151, 
email: locandamontin@libero.it). Locanda Montin, located closet o campo San 
Barnaba and Zattere,  is an historical site very well known for its charming garden 
and restaurant. 
 

 
By water  
From Marco Polo Airport it is possible to arrive at the “Zattere” stop by choosing 
the Alilaguna linea blu boat service (www.alilaguna.it) or choosing the Alilaguna 
linea arancio till the “Ca’ Rezzonico” stop; cost of the ticket  one way 15 € - 
round trip 27 € (online 14 € and 25 €).  
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Outside the airport please take the shuttle bus or walk to the Alilaguna stop in the 
marina. From the Airport to Arsenale, the journey takes approx. 1 hour. 
Please consult the schedule pdf attached or the Alilaguna web site for the 
timetable. 
 
From the “Zattere” stop, you need to walk left, pass the bridge and enter the first 
narrow calle on the right, go at the end pass the small bridge, and keep straight 
along the canal and you will find it. 
 
It is also possible to reach the Hotel from the Airport by bus (ACTV line orange or 
ATVO line blue bus) to Piazzale Roma (car terminal) and then take the vaporetto 
to Ca’ Rezzonico (direction Lido) as follows: 
- Number  1 (direction Lido) that is a more tourist way along the Grand Canal. To 
the Ca’ Rezzonico (or Accademia if with line N after midnight) stop the journey 
takes approx. 1 hours. 
 
- Number 2, or 4,1 or 5.1 or 6 along external Canals (faster) and stop at 

Zattere. It takes approx. 20 minutes. 
 
From Ca’ Rezzonico, walk along the calle and then turn left under a building and 
after the bridge, turn right along the canal and then left and you are there. 
From Accademia, turn right, pass the first bridge, go straight and before the second 
bridge  turn left and then right along the canal. 
 
 
 
PUBLIC TRANSPORT  
 
Tickets can be bought at waterbus stops, at the self-service ticket machines, as well 
as from the network of official dealers Actv (tobacconists' and some newspaper 
shops and kiosks). 
For online purchases at reduced fares, please visit www.veniceconnected.com. 
 
Single tickets and Travel Cards 

• The ordinary waterbus ticket fare is € 7,00.The ticket is valid for 60’ 
minutes from stamping on the Venice network, excluding Alilaguna. Single 
tickets can also be bought on board. In this case, however, you must be 
careful to request the ticket from the attendant as soon as you board.  

• 12-hours Travelcard - € 18,00, valid from the time of stamping.  
• 24-hours Travelcard - € 20,00, valid from the time of stamping. 
• 36-hours Travelcard - € 25,00, valid from the time of stamping. 
• 48-hours Travelcard - € 30,00, valid from the time of stamping.  
• 7 days Travelcard     - € 50,00 valid from the time of stamping 
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VERY IMPORTANT 
 
1. In order to account your travel expenses (and thus to be refunded by the 

Grundtvig project), please remember to keep the boarding passes of your 
ticket. Together with a participation certificate that we will be delivered to you 
in Venice, the boarding passes would be the proof of your mobility.
